We’re all seeing the handwriting
on the wall. Prices are going up
on everything from gas to food —
to supplies and materials for our
industry.

Here’s what we know so far:

Rowmark recently announced
that their prices will increase
approximately 8.5% to 12%
depending on the material com-
position of each product line.
Even their recent investment in
additional storage enabling
them to buy in greater quantities
is not helping much in the cur-
rent economy. IPI is telling us the
same thing but has not yet given
us their increase percentages.

A recent sublimation Supermetals
shipment came with an un-
announced 14.3% increase.

We know there will be more price
increases based on increased
transportation costs alone. We
will give you advance notice
when we are able but, as in the
case of the Supermetals, that may
not always be possible.
